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DIVERTER ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

(i) Preparation

1. Unpack the flue diverter components from the packaging.
Inspect all components for damage and immediately
report any damage or discrepancies to the Supplier.
For safety and warranty purposes, items that may

be damaged or incorrect MUST NOT be installed or
operated under ANY circumstances.

IMPORTANT

(ii) Fitting of Mounting Plate

1. Remove the top two retaining screws @ from the front cover
of the water heater ®.

2. Fit the mounting plate © as shown to the front cover water
heater B) with the retaining screws @ removed in step 1.

(iii) Fitting of Mounting Bracket

1. Loosen the two adjustment screws () that are located at each
end of the flue discharge slot of mounting bracket ©.

This enables cup hooks (F) of the mounting bracket ©) to be
positioned inside the lip of the appliance flue terminal @).

2. With the orientation arrow /\ pointing upwards, align the cup
hooks (B with the flue lip @ so that when the two adjustment
screws () are re-tightened both will engage.

3. Tighten the two adjustment screws (€) until the cup hooks ()
and the flue lip @ are firmly engaged and the bracket secured.

4. Apply the warning label to water heater, aligning the label to
the right edge and 5mm below the flue spigot as shown.

The warning label is obscured once the sideways flue
diverter is fitted to the appliance. This warning label
reminds a service person to replace the sideways
flue diverter after servicing activities.

NOTE

(iv) Left or Right Handed Installations

The sideways diverter can be set up to discharge
flue products to either the right or left. Out of the
box, the kit is assembled so that the discharge is to
the right.

IMPORTANT

If a left handed discharge is required then follow the
steps below, otherwise proceed to step (v).

The arrow B in denotes the direction of flue product
discharge.

1. To set the direction of discharge remove the eight retaining
screws that secure both the flue discharge terminal (D and the
blanking plate @) to the diverter box assembly @.

2. Swap the flue discharge terminal () and the blanking plate
@ to the opposite ends and then re-secure them in the new
position with the eight retaining screws removed in step 1.

(v) Attaching Flue Diverter Box Assembly

1. Attach the flue diverter box assembly (H) onto the hooks of the
mounting bracket ©) as shown right.

2. Secure the flue diverter box assembly @ to the mounting
bracket @ with the five flue diverter box fixing screws ®) as
shown.
